Exodus 34:4-6, 8-9
The Lord, a merciful and gracious God, slow to anger and 
rich in kindness and fidelity. (Exodus 34:6)
    If you had to describe God in just a few words, what 
would you say?  In today's first reading, God gives us His 
own answer: “merciful and gracious” and “slow to anger and 
rich in kindness” (Exodus 34:6).  So on this feast of the Holy 
Trinity, let's celebrate the fact that God has revealed Himself 
in such a moving way.
    “Father, I praise You because You are always in control.  
Your plans can't be deterred by the schemes of any enemy.  
I am Your child, loved and cherished, called and set apart for 
You, and I know I can rest in You.  I trust You, I worship You, 
and I thank You for drawing me and my loved ones close to 
You.
    “Jesus, you revealed the humility of God when You came 
to us as a child under the authority of a mother and a father.  
Because of Your lowliness, I'm not afraid to acknowledge my 
weakness and littleness.  You showed us how important it is 
to obey Your heavenly Father when you stayed behind in 
Jerusalem as an independent preteen.
